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Introduction

Open Pixie.

Click the Start menu, choose All Programs, choose the Tech4Learning folder, choose
the Pixie folder, and choose Pixie.

Pixie will open.

You will see a blank picture.
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Add a Background

You can add a background to make painting and creating your picture easier.

You will see options in the editing panel in the lower right corner of the Pixie window.

Click the Choose button in the Background area.

You will see the Choose Background dialog.
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Choose Background
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Double-click the Color Me folder.

You will see the folders in this category.

Double-click the Habitats folder.

You will see black and white backgrounds.

Use the scrollbar to find the African Desert background.

Click it to select it. You will see a preview on the right.
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Choose Background
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Click the Open button.

You will see the background on your picture.
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Use the Paint Bucket Tool

You can use the Paint Bucket tool to fill solid areas on a page.

Click the Paint Bucket tool on the tool palette.

Move the cursor over the color palette. It will change to an eyedropper.

Find a blue color to use for the sky.
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
