
Introduction

Open Pixie. 

Click the Start button, choose All Programs, choose the Tech4Learning folder, choose
the Pixie folder, and select Pixie. 

Pixie will open. 
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Draw an Oval

You can use the Shape tool to paint an oval for your head 

Click the Shape tool on the tool palette. 

Click the circle in the Shape area on the editing panel. 

Make sure the On radio button in the Filled area is selected. 

Move the cursor over the color palette. 

Click your skin color on the palette.
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Move the cursor to the left side of the painting. 

Leave some space at the top of the canvas. 

Click and drag the cursor down and to the right to draw an oval. 

This will be your head. 
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If you make a mistake, click the Undo button on the toolbar. 

Paint your head again.

Use the Paint Brush Tool

You can use the Paint Brush tool to paint freehand. 

Click the Paint Brush tool on the tool palette. 
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Click the circle Brush in the editing panel. 

Click the flat, or 2 dimensional, option in the Type area. 

Click and drag the Size slider so that it is below the 2D Type. 

The color is still the same as your face. 

Move the cursor over the bottom of your head. 
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Click and drag the cursor to draw your neck. 

Click and drag the cursor to paint the outline of a shirt below your neck. 
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Use the Eraser Tool

You can use the Eraser tool if you make a mistake in your painting. 

Click the Eraser tool on the tool palette. 

Click and drag the cursor over the part of the painting you want to erase. 

Paint Thin Lines

You can use the Paint Brush tool to paint details and thin lines. 

Click the Paint Brush tool on the tool palette. 
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Click and drag the Size slider on the editing panel to the left. 

Click black on the color palette. 

Click and drag the cursor to draw the outline of your eyes. Make sure the outline of the
eye forms a closed shape. 
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
